I.  Course Description - ENGLISH 3 COLLEGE PREP. (Additional Expense) Credit : 1.0  Level: College Prep.  Open To: Juniors

Prerequisite: Full credit in English 2 CP

This is a two-term traditional American literature course, which will integrate writing skills and knowledge of American literature. Expository, narrative, and persuasive writing will be stressed, culminating in a research paper. This course presents an in-depth study of the American literary scene from Puritan through modern thought. A minimum of three novels will be supplementary assignments.
