Binder Requirements 3CP & 3R

You MUST have the following items:  


1.  A binder – 1 and 1/2 inch minimum suggested


2.  Index dividers with label slots - you need 5 total


3.  Three ring pencil pouch or zip lock bag 


4.  Blue or black pen

5.  # 2 pencil with eraser


6.  Journal - you can leave in the room 

7. Paper for notes and work (other than journal paper)

8. 100 lined index cards (second term- CP only)

9. Markers for projects (suggested)

10. Glue stick or tape  (suggested)

11. A FLASH DRIVE – must have for term paper unit for the writing intenseive portion of English 3 College Prepartary class. This is highly suggested for R for this class (also useful for other classes in general – inexpensive one is fine),

The binder will be checked throughout the semester.

Some of the checks will be given a high Test weight and grade.

Other times there will be periodic checks - like a pop quiz.  These will be counted as a quiz grade!

If the binder is organized it will be an A - if it isn’t in correct order, etc. it is a definite F! The items that are marked off on the first check must be checked by the second check or it is an automatic F grade for the entire binder.

Binder should be organized with each section labeled as follows:

1 -  Intro section : (passes, syllabus,evaluation sheets, rubric for binder ck) (both)

2 -  Grammar and Writing (all grammar work, writing exercises, PSAE wk & essays)

3 -  Vocabulary (all word lists, quizzes, tests, crosswords, sentences,etc.)

4 -  Novel (whatever our current novel is – replace as necessary)
5 -  Text Book Work /The Crucible (organized by literary period)
Detailed explanation the requirements for each section:

1 - Intro section:

Passes, syllabus for class, classroom rules, rubric for the binder checks, grade print out evaluation sheets - keep all!)

2 – Grammar and Writing:

All grammar, punctuation, writing, and other usage work should be kept here. PSAE/ACT work, tips, practice tests, etc. should also be in this section. Keep all essays and rubrics, as well as any term paper information and work here.

3 -  Vocabulary: 

Keep all vocabulary lists, sentences, crosswords, returned quizzes, etc.. in order.  

4 – Current Novel 
Keep all assignments from the novel we are studying at the time here. - Anything once graded dealing with the book/unit is  kept here.  All notes associated with these units are kept here after the quiz or test.  

5 - Text book/ Crucible section: 

All work from our text book belongs here. Keep any notes I give on a particular genre, era, author, etc. belong here as well.  Keep all of our vocabulary, tests, quizzes, notes, background work, etc. from our reading of The Crucible here also.  Section off the text work with The Crucible work with a piece of paper (or extra divider).  The literary periods should be in order in this section (Encounters and Foundations, Romantics, American Masters, Realists, Modernists, Contemporary).
*All index cards, pens/pencils, mini-books, etc., should be in your pencil pouch at all times. You must also have your calendar(s) as the front part of your binder – filled out and highlighted appropriately.
