WebMo

WebMo is a computation tool that you will use throughout chemistry to construct molecues, calculate polarity, and discover intermolecular forces.  A three dimensional structure is created using a true 3-D editor, via Java technology. A computational engine is chosen, and job options are selected from dropdown menus. The job is submitted for computation, and the server runs the job. After the job is completed, the output file is parsed and results are presented as 3-D structures, animations, graphs, and tables on a webpage.
